The Great Debate
PIGLETS Midterm Exam
The debate will measure your ability to communicate with team members and prepare and deliver arguments.  This is an exercise in persuasion.  Most effective persuasion plays on emotion (pathos), is viewed as credible (ethos) and employs logic (logos).  A strong argument will also anticipate the oppositions view.

1. Opening statements and first arguments (3-4 minutes)

· Engage the audience

· Present strongest argument

· Affirmative begins followed by the Negative

2.  Second arguments (3-4 minutes)

-  May open with a quick rebuttal


-  Present second argument

3.  Third argument and closing statements (3-4 minutes)
-  May open with a quick rebuttal


-  Present third argument


-  Close the argument

*You will be judged by a panel of teachers/staff based on the Debate Rubric.

**Groups will be assessed throughout the research and planning process using the collaboration rubric provided online. 
Individual members of each team must submit the following:

· 3 page typed, double spaced research paper focused on your specific part of the team’s argument (MLA format)

· Parenthetical Citations (see OWL Writing Lab from Purdue University)

· Annotated Bibliography (7-10 Noodle Cards)
· Work Cited page (4-5 varied sources)
· Debate outline (Use this to speak from during debate. You cannot read from your research paper.)

Groups must submit a group outline which gives a brief overview of argument as a whole.  The details will be spelled out in the individual arguments.
