Task: 


Using reliable sources of information, nominate a hero for PIGLETS Heroes 2014.
Goals:

· Thoroughly understand your chosen hero and the cause they support 

· Create a two minute presentation persuading your audience to support this hero
· Learn how to find and use legitimate web sites for information 
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Assignment:  
After researching your topic, gather all of the information together for a two minutes persuasive presentation that inspires your audience to cast a ballot for your hero.  The presentation must include:

· An overview of the cause and why it is important to get involved 
· An overview of the hero and why people should get involved with them in particular

· A visual component to accompany your presentation

· Work Cited page, MLA formatted, four sources (two of which are databases)

Step Two: Investigate

Search the internet for information about people who are actively making our community, local and beyond, better (think about your search terms and how they impact results).  Explore and decide which person you want to take on.  Having decided, write your name and your working thesis on the rubric (back page), and inform me of your choice.  
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Step Three: Access reliable sources of information

When you find a source of information, you must determine if it is reliable and relevant.  Therefore you must read, skim and reevaluate. When you find a relevant source and are ready to document your source, go onto NOODLE TOOLS or Easybib.com on the library home page. All sources require proper MLA citations.    
Create a Noodle Tools or Easybib account (see next page for more on Noodle Tools.  This web-based tool will allow you to create digital note cards and a bibliography.  Follow the directions and you will do fine. You must have four sources (at least two databases are required) for your paper.

Step Four: Use of information

Next you must determine what you can use from the sources and how you will record the information taken. Therefore you must read, identify relevant points, and extract the useful information and creating a number of note cards.  Noodle Tools or Easybib note cards will outline the required information for a quality note card. 
Step Five: Plan for Synthesis and Creation
Synthesize your ideas and your research into a product.  You must determine how you will organize and present the information on your note cards. How are you going to persuade an audience?  Use a blank document to outline ideas for your design.  
Begin to create your presentation keeping in mind the following professional standards:

· Proper grammar and spelling

· Organization and clarity

· Engaging style and voice

· Thorough overview of the topic

Step Six: Evaluate your creation
Examine, reexamine and have someone else examine your product.  Check for the above mentioned professional standards.  Review the rubric to make sure everything is addressed.  Revise.

Noodle Tools
Noodle Tools is a web based research assistant.  Becoming familiar with this program will benefit you throughout your high school career.  

To begin create a “Personal ID” on “noodlebib” homepage.  This will allow you to return to the site from anywhere and access your saved Bibliographies, Notecards, etc.  This program can and should be used for any research assignment you have in any class.  
For this project you will use…

1. Bibliography - MLA Citation generator – creates MLA citations based on the information you provide from your source.  Much of this can be done by cutting and pasting information off a website and into the required fields on Noodle Tools.

2. Notecards – keeps note from your research in an organized way.  This format also encourages you to put ideas into your own words and expand on those ideas.  There are a variety of ways to organize the notes (by project, tags, etc.).  The required fields are: 

a. Direct Quotation – cut and paste from text

b. Paraphrase – rewrite the quote in your own words

c. My Ideas – expand on the idea presented in the quote
