Service Learning Experience 

Presentation 

As the end of your service learning experience nears, you must develop your final presentation that demonstrates your findings and individual community service experiences.

Gather you evidence of learning and service and arrange it into a comprehensive presentation.  
Guidelines: The following will be due before the Showcase

· Presentation4 -6 minutes

· Typed outline of presentation that includes all student parts

· Visual Aid

We are expecting a substantial audience full of supervisors, students, family and community members. Therefore, you presentations must be well prepared and rehearsed.  Nothing less that professional will be accepted.

Sample Outline:

I:
Group Introduction (1-2 minutes) – all members of the group should take part in the introduction to some extent.
· Introduce yourselves

· Identify locations and supervisors (be appreciative - thank them)
· Identify the need you wanted to address (cite research) and what you hoped to accomplish.

II:
Content (2-4 minutes) – Organize this portion of the presentation into segments (two or three chunks).  Each member of the group will be responsible for reporting some specific aspect of the experience.  You can organize this in a number of ways – be logical so it is clear to your audience.  
· Tell the specifics of your service – What specific tasks did you perform?  How did you reach you goal? 
· Highlights and achievements
· What challenges did you face?  How did you overcome them?  

· Share with the audience what you learned.  There may be multiple things – organize in a logical way. 
III:
Reflection (1-2 minutes) 
· What did your group learn about yourselves, community, an individual’s role in community, etc, throughout your SLE?
